Election

The election will take place by secret ballot — there is no requirement for parents to sign the ballot paper
and votes will be counted in the presence of at least one independent, responsible person.

The final date for ballot papers to be returned is Wednesday 15" February at 4pm. We are happy to receive
ballot papers by post but they must be received by school on Wednesday 15" February 2023.
If the number of nominees is equal to or less than the number of vacancies, voting is not required.

The school will ensure that a full (enhanced) Child Workforce check, barred list and S128 check has been
completed before appointment. The school will also ensure that the prospective governor has signed a
Declaration of Eligibility. The term of office will not commence until after the declaration of eligibility has
been returned and the Child Workforce checks have been satisfactorily completed.
